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PURPOSE
[BUSINESS NAME] shall make provisions for a supply of basic emergency power during a utilities failure. To ensure that emergency lighting is provided for safe exit from facilities. To make necessary plans in case of power failure.

PROCEDURE
1.
All [BUSINESS NAME] facilities shall be equipped with battery powered emergency lights to light all routes of exit.


1.
For temporary power failure, battery lights and phone service shall sustain operation for approximately two (2) hours.


2.
Exit routes shall be well-lighted with battery lights during a power failure.

3.
Emergency lights and battery systems for each [BUSINESS NAME] site shall be checked monthly by the site safety representative through the facility checklist system. These checks shall be charted as they are accomplished.

4.
Phone service shall continue to operate in a power failure for several hours.

5.
In [BUSINESS NAME] operated group homes, approved fire alarm systems shall be monitored by the fire department.  These alarm systems shall have battery backup and indicate power failure situations.

6.
All fire alarm systems shall be checked at least annually by a qualified fire systems contractor.

7.
Flashlights should be included in all emergency kits.

REVIEW RESPONSIBILITY
This procedure shall be reviewed annually by the Safety Committee and Leadership Team.
